Introduction

This is the official application form for the Youth Opportunity and Youth Capital Fund for Rutland.

There is approximately £100,000 for young people to spend over the next  year  on things to do and places to go.

If you have a great idea for a project, use this form to tell us about it and we could give you the money to make it happen.

This form is quite long and detailed, but the questions are designed to gain the required information as simply as possible.

If you need support to understand and complete the form, please ask an appropriate person to help you or someone from Rutland Youth Council can come out and deliver a workshop to support you upon request.
About the funds

There are two funds that you can apply for money from:  The Youth Opportunity Fund and the Youth Capital Fund.

The Youth Opportunity Fund

This fund is designed to support the running costs of projects.  It pays for all the things that don’t retain value.  In other words, once the money is spent, it’s gone.  The Youth Opportunity Fund can be used to pay for things like:

· Transport


Residentials
· Entrance fees

Salaries
· Materials

· Advertising

The Youth Capital Fund

This fund is designed to support the costs of buildings and equipment related to a project.  It pays for the things that continue to be worth something, even after the project is finished. Applications must be for a minimum of £2,000 but there is no maximum limit you can apply for. Capital items are things that last for longer than a year, it can include:
· Buildings                    Youth Shelter
· Computers

· Skate parks

· Buying minibuses

It does not include things like pens, jumpers and promotional materials.

Don’t worry if you don’t completely understand the difference between the two funds.  Just fill out your project details on this form and we’ll work out which fund the money should come from.

Criteria

To be eligible to receive funding from the funds you must meet ALL of the following requirements:

Applicants must be

· Aged 13 to 19

· Living in Rutland

· Supported by an adult or group with a separate bank account

· Applying for money to pay for things to do and places to go

Applications will not be considered if:

· Young people are applying on behalf of a project where adults will spend the money

· Adults are applying to the fund on behalf of young people

· The applicant has not researched their project

· Not all mandatory sections of this form are complete

· The project is not for young people predominantly from Rutland

How can the funds be used?

· The funds can be used to pay for anything that you think will improve things to do and places to go for young people in Rutland

· There are no restrictions on the type of projects that can be funded as long as they support young people to learn and develop in relation to a Government policy called the ‘Every Child Matters outcomes’.  The project aims to make everyone aware of the things that children and young people need to be happy, successful, healthy and safe.  Your project should aim to support the following 5 outcomes:
1. Be healthy



sports; healthy eating; safe sex; drug awareness

2. Stay safe



anti-bullying; crime prevention; road safety

3. Enjoy and achieve


having a good time; learning new skills
4. Make a positive contribution
youth forums; graffiti cleaning; recycling

5. Achieve economic well-being
gaining new skills; renovating old buildings

Important information

Deadlines

· Deadline for applications is the:
· 1st April
· 1st June
· 1st August
· 1st October
· 1st December

· 1st February 

Applications will not be considered at any other time.

· Applications received will receive a decision within two weeks after each deadline.
Funding amounts

· There is a total of approximately £100,000 available to young people in Rutland over the next year.
· Capital bids must be for at least £2,000 and higher cost projects will receive a more stringent assessment

· Applications that are over £10,000 will have to do a panel presentation.
· Applications that do not seem to meet the criteria may be asked to give a panel presentation.

· Applications that are focused on Friday and Saturday provision will receive higher points

· Projects through school may be funded as long as they are not part of the school curriculum.

Accountability

· You will be expected to collect evidence of how you use the funds and to show how the facilities and activities have improved things for you and other young people

· You may receive a quality assurance visit from a member of the Rutland Youth Council at some point in the year.

· You will be expected to complete and monitoring and evaluation form in April and return it along with proof of spend.

· There will be a celebration event in March which you would be required to attend with your project to showcase the work that you have done as a result of being funded. This would be in the form of a presentation.
The application form

Guidance on how to fill in this form:

1. Read the information at the start of this form very carefully to ensure that you meet the criteria

2. Read the rest of the form to see what information you will need to provide

3. Get details of all the young people that will be involved in the management of your project

4. Make a list of all of the things that need to be done to make your project happen

5. Find an adult or organisation that can support your application and hold the money for you*

6. Put your list of tasks in order, from what needs to happen first to what needs to happen last

7. Research the cost of each task and collect evidence (don’t just guess)

8. Identify the target audience for your project (who is it for?) and work out how many people will benefit

9. Make a list of all the things that those young people will get from your project

10. Consult with other young people to get their views and to ensure that your project is needed – make sure that a similar project doesn’t already exist

11. Transfer all your research onto this form and send it in by the deadline dates given.
12. Wait for your reply

What happens now?

A team of trained young people will assess your application at a Rutland Youth Council meeting bi monthly during the first week of that month.  They will check that you have supplied all the necessary information then assign a point score to your application based on the information you have provided.

If your project is deemed to be of value then you will be notified that you have been successful by telephone.  The supporting adult will send out a service level agreement to be signed by your supporting adult. Someone from the group will then contact you to arrange to monitor you during the delivery of your project and to offer you any extra support that you might need.

If your application is unsuccessful, the Management Group will return your form to you.  You will be given advice on how to add value to your application and you will be allowed to apply again.
